Elementary school resource officer is an old friend
We welcome Officer Scott McGrain to the new elementary school resource officer position (SRO). 

Actually, we welcome him back - not only is McGrain a Horseheads graduate; he was also our school 
resource officer at the High School for several years during the early 2000s.

As elementary SRO, McGrain travels to the district’s four elementary schools, usually daily, and works 
with students and staff  to help make our schools feel safe for students, to help make the connection 
between law enforcement and community, and, as he says, “be a friend.”

He’s having lunch with students, welcoming them in the 
morning, high-fiving them in the afternoons, and attending 
various elementary events including festivals, carnivals, and 
concerts. 

McGrain retired from full-time police work in June. He is a 
graduate of  Corning Community College and Damen College. 
He and his wife, Jessica, and their three dogs, live in Horseheads. 

The position was created to respond to the needs of  our 
younger students and was approved by voters as part of  our 
2019-20 budget. 

When asked how the new position is going so far, McGrain 
said, “I love it.” Judging by our students’ interactions with him, 
they feel the same about the program and Officer McGrain.

Here’s where district offices are now located
The High School portion of  the capital improvement project approved by voters in 2017 includes the 

renovation of  several classrooms. As a result, temporary classroom space is needed to house classes while 
classrooms are being renovated. In May 2019, voters approved the purchase of  143 Hibbard Road to house 
displaced offices. The Superintendent’s Office, Business Office, and Human Resources Office have relo-
cated to this building.
