Shirts: Blue t-shirt with class of 2033 logo. Sam Eck has the current logo. Melissa Gillette can send Sam
a copy of what we ordered last year. We will send out a flyer asking for student shirt sizes and have them
returned before spring break. Each school will need to order a couple extra student shirts. All 4th grade
teachers, principals, 12-1 staff and social workers will also receive a shirt. Each school will collect all
sizes needed and send to RR, and RR will order the shirts. Shirts will be around $7, and we will ask
families for donations for other students.
